NOTICE TO CONTRACTORS – INVITATION TO BID
The Connecticut Resources Recovery Authority (“CRRA”) is a quasi-public entity of the State of Connecticut that is responsible for implementing the State Solid Waste Management Plan and is currently providing solid waste disposal and recycling services to more than 100 municipalities in the state. One of CRRA’s facilities is the Mid-Connecticut Resource Recovery Facility (the “RRF”) located at 1 Reserve Road, Hartford, Connecticut 06114. At the RRF, there is a building for loading ash residue from the waste-to-energy process into trailers for transfer to a disposal facility (the “Ash Load-Out Building”).
CRRA is seeking bids from qualified contractors to furnish all tools, materials, labor, equipment and incidentals thereto for modifying the Ash Load-Out Building and site at the RRF to accommodate larger trucks for hauling the ash and for adding a truck weigh scale with an unattended scale house. The work will involve, but not be limited to, the following:

· Roadway modifications (intersection improvements at five locations within the site);

· Drainage installation (at roadway improvement areas, truck scale area and Ash Load-Out Building area);

· Utility relocation (to provide power and communications to the truck scale facility and to relocate utilities to accommodate the addition to the Ash Load-Out Building);

· Construction activities required to minimize soil erosion and sedimentation;

· Maintenance and protection of traffic and facility operation; 

· Cleaning up, disposing of waste and debris and demolition materials, and restoring the work site to original condition; and

· All other work required to complete the Project.

The work must be completed by December 15, 2008.

Request for Bid (“RFB”) package documents may be obtained Monday through Friday, from 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the offices of CRRA, 100 Constitution Plaza, 6th Floor, Hartford, Connecticut 06103-1722, beginning Wednesday, May 7, 2008. The documents will also be available beginning on the same date on the World Wide Web at http://www.crra.org under the “Business Opportunities” page.
There will be a mandatory pre-bid conference and tour of the site for all prospective bidders. The mandatory pre-bid conference and tour will be held at the RRF at 10:00 a.m., Thursday, May 15, 2008. Any prospective bidder intending to participate in the tour must contact Joseph Burgio, Senior Civil Engineer, at (860) 757-7722 at least 24 hours in advance of the pre-bid conference and site tour. Plans for the modifications to the Ash Load-Out Building and site will be made available at the pre-bid conference.
Sealed bids must be received at the offices of CRRA, 100 Constitution Plaza, 6th Floor, Hartford, Connecticut 06103-1722 no later than 3:00 p.m., Thursday, May 29, 2008. Bids received after the time and date set forth above shall be rejected. All bids shall remain open for ninety (90) days after the bid due date. Bid security will be required.

Bids will be opened at CRRA’s convenience on or after the bid due date. Note that all information submitted by a firm responding to this RFB is subject to the Freedom of Information Act.
