Recycle Wall

Model CFL light bulb exhibit panel:
Energy conservation is one of the main benefits to recycling. Recycling also saves money and natural resources. Additionally, recycling decreases emissions from greenhouse gases that can contribute to global climate change. 
Recycling one ton of paper saves 17 trees, 7,000 gallons of water, 3 cubic yards of landfill space, 2 barrels of oil,  and 4,100 kilowatts hours of electricity – enough energy to power the average American home for five months.

Recycling aluminum saves 95 percent energy compared to producing aluminum from its natural resource, bauxite ore.

Recycl-o-meter wall

Recycling twenty-five 2 liter plastic bottles may be used to make an adult fleece vest. Recycling 25 plastic bottles saves enough energy to power a 60-watt incandescent light bulb for 120 hours, a 14 watt CFL bulb for 514 hours and a TV for 51 hours.

Recycling one aluminum can saves enough energy to run a TV for three hours. Recycling 25 aluminum cans saves enough electricity to power a 60-watt incandescent light bulb for 171.7 hours, a 14 watt CFL bulb for 735.7 hours, a TV for 73.5 hours and saves approximately 13 gallons of gasoline.
